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5. In view of the time frame for spending SRIF-2
funding, to commence this building contract by August
2005 it will be necessary to submit a planning
application during March 2005.

6. Drawings of the proposed scheme are displayed
for the information of the University in the Old Schools
Arcade.

7. The Council recommend as follows:
I. That approval be given for the demolition of the redundant agricultural buildings, F18D and

F18H, at North West Cambridge

II. That approval be given for the construction of agricultural buildings for the School of the
Biological Sciences at North West Cambridge.

III. That the Acting Treasurer be authorized to accept a tender for the works, within the available
funding, on the advice of the Director of the Estate Management and Building Service.
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
